Congratulations on purchasing a WIZ.  .  Your new pager provides exciting features in messaging and can become a vital part of your business and personal life.  Your pager can help you keep in contact with everyone important to you.  By giving your pager number to your business associates, family, and friends you can be contacted whenever needed. 
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CONTROL BUTTONS

(l) (Read/power on/light button) Used to turn the pager on, to read messages, to activate your selection, and to turn on the Back Light.

((Function button) Used to display the function menu, to adjust settings, and activate your selection.

((Select button) Used to navigate through messages, activate your selection, to Navigate through the Function menu, alert, auto sleep, alarm, time, and date setting functions. 

Turning Your Pager On

Press (l).  A start-up screen is momentarily displayed and your pager activates the currently selected alert.

Note: Press any button to stop the alert.

When the pager is on and no activity is taking place, the standby screen is displayed The standby screen displays the power-on indicator ( and may display other pager status indicators.

Turning Your Pager Off

( 
Press( to display the Function menu.

( 
Press(to move the cursor to (  

( 
Press(TURN PAGER OFF? Is displayed.

( 
Press(again to turn the pager off.

Your pager is now off and the screen is blank.

Using the Function Menu

The Function menu provides access to many features of your pager through the use of symbols and prompts.

· Press( to display the Function menu.  When the Function menu is initially displayed (, or( flashes to indicate the location of the cursor.

( 
Press ( to move the cursor with in the function menu. As you move through the Function menu, the pager function symbols flash to indicate the present location of the cursor.  To exit from the Function menu without making any changes press (1).

Note: Some symbols may not display on your pager, depending upon your pager’s features and whether it has messages.

Adjusting Your Cursor

To easier access your pagers features and function, adjust your cursor in the direction of the feature or function you would like to use.  The message status will display the direction of your cursor.  Press (to display the function menu.  Press (once to change the cursor direction, and return to the message-status screen.  The direction of the cursor will display to the right of the date. Press ( to return to the function menu (and notice the direction of the cursor has changed).

Message-Status Screen

The Message-status screen shows the current status of your messages.  For example, unread messages are indicated by a flashing ( symbol, locked messages are indicated by (lock icon).

The message-status screen also displays the time and date and any activated pager settings.  The message-status screen can be accessed by pressing (,(, or (l) from the standby screen.

Back light

The back light can be turned on or off manually by pressing holding the (1) for 3 seconds.  The back light will automatically turn off when the pager returns to the standby screen.

Receiving/Reading Personal Messages

Your pager can receive up to 16 messages.  When a message is received, your pager alerts according to the current alert setting (audible vibrate, or sleep).  A new message is indicated by a flashing ( symbol.  

Reading an Incoming Message

· Press any button to stop the alert.

(
Press (l) to display your message.

A (in the right corner of the screen indicates the message is continued on an additional screen(s)

(
Press 
(l) to read the next screen.

NOTE: If you have set up the auto scroll feature the pager will automatically scroll to the next page of the message.

Reading a Stored Messages

· From the Message-status screen press ( to move the cursor to the message you want to read.

(
Press (l) to read the message.

Setting the Time and Date

· From the Function menu, press (to move the cursor to (((clock)))

(
Press (to display the Set-time-and-alarm screen.

· Press (to move the cursor, press (to make any adjustments.

· Press (I) to activate the time and date setting.

If you move the cursor past the last symbol in the row (far right), it automatically wraps around to the first symbol in the beginning of the same row (far left).

Setting the Incoming Message Alert

You can set your pager’s incoming message alert to an audio alert, a vibrating alert, a chirp (short beep) alert, a chirp alert with vibration, or no message alert (completely silent).

· From the Function menu, press (to move the cursor to (((alert icon))).

(
Press(to select the type of alert.

(
Press(to select the alert pattern.

· Press (I) to confirm your selection

Locking and Unlocking Messages

Up to 8 messages can be locked to prevent them from being deleted or from being replaced when memory is full.

When a message is locked, the (symbol is replaced by the (((lock icon))) symbol indicating the message is locked.

To Lock and Unlock a Messages

· From the Message-status screen, press (to select the message you want to lock or unlock.

(
Press (.

· Press(to move the cursor to (((lock icon))) to lock the message, or to (((unlock icon))) to unlock the message.

(
Press (.

To lock or unlock a message while reading it, follow steps 2-4 above while the message is displayed.

Deleting Messages

This feature allows you to delete unlocked messages.

To Delete an Individual Messages

· From the Message-status screen, press (to select the message you want to delete.

(
Press (.

· Press( to move the cursor to (((Delete individual))).

(
Press(.  DELETE MESSAGE? Is displayed.

· Press( again to delete the message.

To Delete a Message while Reading It

Follow steps 2 through 5 above while the message is displayed.

To Delete All Unlocked, and Read Messages

· From the Function menu, press (to move cursor to (((delete icon))).

(
Press (.  DELETE ALL MESSAGES? Is displayed.

· Press (.  All unlocked and read messages are deleted.

Note: Notebook messages are not deleted with this feature.

Pager Alarm

Your pager has 5 alarms that can be set for a specific time on a daily basis.  At the selected alarm time, your pager alerts.  If the alarm times passes without being acknowledged, (((alarm icon))) flashes until any button is pressed.

To Set the Alarm

(
From the Function menu, press (to move cursor to (((alarm icon))).

(
Press(.  The Set-time-and-alarm screen is displayed.

· Press(to select the alarm to set (1-5)

(
Press(to move the cursor.

· Press(to define the alarm status or adjust the digit value.

(
Press (I) to activate your selection.  The (((alarm icon))) is displayed on the standby screen.

Alarm Enabled  - (((icon)))

Alarm Disabled - (((icon)))

Auto Sleep 

You can select a period of time each day, which your pager is completely silent.  Your pager still receives messages but it does not alert.  The pager alerts only if an alarm expires. 

To Set the Auto Sleep 

(
From the Function menu, press (to move cursor to (((auto sleep set icon))).

(
Press(.  The Set-auto-sleep screen is displayed.

(
Press(to move the cursor.

(
Press(to define the auto-sleep status or adjust the digit value.

· Press (I) to activate your selection.  The (((auto sleep icon))) is displayed on the standby screen.

NOTE: When the auto-sleep screen is displayed, the cursor is at the flashing symbol on the far left, (((auto-sleep icon))) indicates auto sleep is enabled, while _ indicates auto sleep in disabled. 

Mail Drop/Information Service Option

Your pager is capable of receiving mail drop messages, also known as information services.  Mail drop messages are received and read the same way as personal messages and the icon indicators are located on the second row of the display.

If the personal message alert is set to a sleep or vibrating alert, the pager will not alert when receiving mail drop messages.  If the personal message alert is set to a tone or musical alert, the pager will emit a chirp alert when receiving a mail drop message.

NOTE: To move your cursor to or from your mail drop messages double or triple click on (until you see ”MESSAGE AREA,” or “MAIL DROP AREA.”
Auto Scroll

Using the auto scroll feature you can set your messages to automatically scroll to the next page when reading your messages.

To Set Auto Scroll

(
From the Function menu, press (to move cursor to (((auto scroll icon))).

(
Press(.  The Set-auto-scroll screen is displayed.

· Press(to select the scroll speed.

(: 4 second scroll

((: 3 second scroll

(((: 2 second scroll

(
Press( to activate your selection. The (((auto scroll icon))) is displayed on the standby screen.

Memo Notebook

Your memo notebook can store up to 10 messages in memory.

Keep important messages in your memo notebook to use at your convenience.

Moving Messages to Your Memo Notebook

· From the Message-status screen, press (to select the message you want to move to your memo notebook

(
Press (I), then(.

· Press(to move the cursor to (((move to memo icon))) to move the message to your memo notebook

Press (.

Personal Backup Memory 

Your pager has a backup memory aside from your personal memory and your memo notebook. This personal backup memory can store up to 10 messages, and automatically stores messages from your personal memory when it becomes full.
