CONTROL BUTTONS

▲ - Select/Backlight

▼ – Menu/Modify time and date



Right – Read/Confirm

SET ALERT MODE

The Jetpage pager has 3 standard alert modes.  Audio (beep or music), Vibration, or Sleep (no alert).  

1. Press the “▲” button until “SET ALERT” appears on the screen.  

2. Press the “▼” button to select the mode of your choice.  

3. Press the “Read” button to confirm.

CHANGE BEEP TONE/MELODY

1. When in “ALERT MODE”, go to “AUDIO” and press the “▲” button to enter melody/beep change mode.  

2. Press the “▼” button to change the melody/beep of your choice.

3. Press the “Read” button to confirm.

POWER ON/OFF

1. To turn the pager off, press the “▼” button until “OFF” appears on the screen.  

2. Press the “Read” button to turn the pager off.  When the pager is off, press the  “Read” button to turn the pager on.

SET TIME AND DATE

1. Press the “▼” button until “SET TIME” appears on the screen. 

2. Press the “▲” button once.  

3. Use the buttons described above to modify this setting.

4. Press “Read” to confirm.

ALARM SETTING

1. Press the “▼” button until “SET ALARM” appears on the screen.

2. Press the “▲” button once.

3. Use the buttons described above to modify this setting.

4. Press “Read” to confirm.

Note: There are 3 different alarm settings.  If the alarm is not in use, please leave it off.

MESSAGES

When a message is received, the screen will display 1 PAGE.  The time of the alert per received page:

BEEP:


Emits a 16-second beep alert

MUSIC
MELODY: 
Plays melody twice

VIBRATION:

8-second vibration

SLEEP:


No alert

Press any button to stop the alert.

REMINDER ALERTS

If a button is not pressed after a message is received, a reminder alert will emit every 2 minutes (except when set to “Sleep” mode).

TO READ A MESSAGE

Press the “READ” button to read messages.  If the message continues, the top left corner of the display will show “►”.  Press the “READ” button to continue reading the message.  The date and time of each message is stamped at the end of each message received.

LCD BACKLIGHT

The backlight can be turned on in standby mode or while reading a message.  Simply press the “Select” button in one of those 2 modes.  The backlight will automatically turn off after 20 seconds when there is no activity going.

DUPLICATING MESSAGE INDICATOR

If the message is a duplicated, ( icon will display at the top of the screen.

DIRECTORY

The directory can store up to 10 numbers.  It can be used as additional memory or as a phone book to store your important numbers. While reading a message, you can make a copy of the message, and add it into the directory. To add a number into the directory, simply follow these steps:

1. While in message reading mode, press the “▼” button until a telephone symbol appears.

2. Press the “▲” button to imprint a copy into your directory.   

3. To access your memory, press the “▼” button until “DIRECTORY” appears on the screen.

4.  Press the “▲” button to enter “DIRECTORY”.

5. Press the “Read” button to scroll through the numbers in your phone directory.

Note: The directory can only store up to 12 digits per memory and is unable to store alphanumeric messages.   Messages stored in the directory can also be lock/unlock and individually erased.

LOCKING MESSAGES

Locking a message can help prevent accidental deletion of a message.  When the message capacity is full, the oldest message will automatically delete when a page is received.  Up to 8 message can be locked.  To lock a message, simply follow these steps:

1. Press the “Read” button to the message that needs to be locked. 

2. Press the “▼” button until the lock icon appears at the top of the display.

3. Press the “▲” button to lock the message.

Note: Locked messages needs to be unlock in order to delete the message.

UNLOCKING MESSAGES

1. Press the “READ” button to the message that needs to be unlocked.

2. Press the “▼” button once to remove the lock.

3.  Message can now be deleted.

JET MESSAGES

There are 40 Jet Messages built into the pager. When your friend pages you, they can page with any combination of number codes that will appear as word messages on your pager. A total of 4 Jet Messages can be linked per page followed by a 7-digit call back number.  To use the Jet messages, simply have the person dial the number and wait for the greeting.  On the phone keypad, press * and the message number.  For example: *00*01*02*031234567.  The screen will display “C-U-LATER/TURN ON CELL/HAPPY B-DAY/CALL HOME/1234567”.
