Use the buttons as described above and modify to subscriber’s cap code.  If there is a cap code with 7 digits, skip the first 3 digits by setting them at zeros, and then enter the seven digit cap code.  There are four programmable cap codes. 1: ----------, only when this is displayed, is the cap code inactive.

COMPLETED PROGRAMMING VERIFICATION; Screen should Display:
Pass
When “pass”, is displayed, programming is accepted and completed.  Press the (() button twice to turn the pager on, and the pager now is ready for use.
